Yury Vasiliev developed an original method of vocal training and dic-
tion for the actor, based on the sensory stimulation of the vocal (sound
and diction) and motor functions of the body. From systematic study

of the actor’s art, Yury Vasiliev formulated his own system of exercises
which comprise all aspects of vocal training. Communication and
dialogue are integral to the form and content of the exercises, and Yury
Vasiliev emphasises the necessity for the actor of methodically following
the sequence of the training: training in pairs - training in dialogue

- training in communication - ensemble training- training in stylistic
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Yury Vasiliev has created an unorthodox method of learning in the

course of his many years of pedagogical experience, which is based

on the idea: sensory experience — movement — sound. It is a matter of
“feeling within oneself” : thus sensations bring forth feelings, feelings
create movements and out of these the voice develops.

Since emotion, movement and voice cannot be separated from one an-
other according to Vasiliev, each of his exercises always trains all three

aspects simultaneously, whilst focussing on one in particular.
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
